Library & Lecture Hall Development Plan 
 
Room Descriptions: 
106 – Often described as an after thought to the original buildings, the lecture hall was an 
addition made after the Thom renovations of the 1960s. It is a plain room with blue-grey 
industrial carpeting and standard ‘box’ style fluorescent fixtures. The room features built in 
audio-visual capabilities. Aside from the windows in the exit doors located on the South wall, 
this room does not feature any windows. 
 
107 – This room was the former Private Dining Room of Peter Robinson College and was 
designed by architect Ron Thom. It features large windows on the east wall, and a set of 
small opening windows along the west wall. An external door connects it to the Courtyard. 
Walls in this room are primarily brick and the room is lit by basic fluorescent fixtures hidden 
by a simple wooden trim. Industrial grade blue-grey carpet over a plywood subfloor makes 
up the flooring of this room, suspected hardwood under the subfloor as this room’s original 
design had the floor below level grade. An unused fireplace is located in the north-west 
corner. 
 
Room Purpose: 
The combination of these two rooms provides Sadleir House with a multi-use academic 
space comprised of the library and attached lecture area. The rooms are designed for 
activities that are unsuitable for rooms with hardwood flooring and is best used for small 
lecture, film presentations, and workshops. The door connecting the two rooms allows for 
private use of the lecture hall while still allowing access to most of the library and its 
collection. Future long term use will allow for study area in the lecture hall while leaving the 
library primarily as the home of the collections with a very small work area for when the 
lecture hall is unavailable.

1. Library server and library computer stations 
2. Library small group work area

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4. Proposed Shelving Expansion zone # 1 (shelves to match current library) 
5. Proposed Shelving Expansion zone # 2 (shelves to match zone # 1) 
6. A/V control location; requires installation of new DVD player. Possible computer 

installed for PowerPoint, etc. 
7. Carpets to be replace in room 106, colour to be dark enough to adequately hide wear 
8. [Room 106] Lighting conversion of T12 fluorescent fixtures to T8; new fixture to be 

installed to match the Ron Thom design of 107. 
9. “Reading Nook” – possible future replacement of fireplace with electric or gas insert. 

Original Thom Furniture used where possible. 
10. Eventual replacement of shelving ‘island’ to match other shelves/have adequately 

sized shelving. 
 
Maintenance Issues & Associated Tasks: 
Represented on plan by a circle (upper number represents Note No., lower is severity rating). 

1. Replace warped/missing roof panels [multiple] (V) 
2. Replace radiator (II) 
3. Patch holes in drywall & paint (V) 

 
Guide to Severity Ratings: 

I. Immediate repair required, budgetary restrictions do not apply. 
II. Repair necessary within four months 
III. Repair necessary within one year 
IV. Repair necessary within 1-5 years 
V. No time restraints (minor & aesthetic repairs)
